(EUCLID UNIVERSITY EXTENSION) 
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DECLARATION Of INTENT: 
 
The constitutive parties of the Pôle d’Extension Universitaire Euclide (PEUE or 
“Euclid University Extension”) and signatory parties of this agreement, 
considering: 
 
� The agreements signed in May 2005 and January 2006 between IOSD, 

the Université de Bangui, the Université Libre Internationale of Brussels and 
the Université Libre du Burkina pertaining to the constitution of the Pôle 
d’Extension Universitaire Euclide consortium; 

� The operational launch of the Euclid computer-based programs as of 
February 1, 2006; 

� The fact that only three African universities may participate in the 
Euclid program, (and only six worldwide); 

� The desire of the University of N’Djamena - Chad to acquire an 
international reach that builds on the economic, academic and 
technological dynamics of Euclid University Extension; 

� Their desire to consolidate the academic and institutional standing of the 
Euclid University Extension; 

 
have finalized and approved this agreement in order to define the protocol of 
collaboration between the constitutive parties of the Pôle d’Extension 
Universitaire Euclide and its specialized schools. 
 
ARTICLES : 
 
Article 1: The PEUE, constituted in 2005/2006 at official initiative of IOSD 
becomes the authorized international extension of the University of N’Djamena, 
while remaining considered as educational agency for IOSD and inter-
university consortium. The direction of the PEUE will be able, if need be, to 
constitute any independent legal or operative structure considered necessary. 
 
Officials of the University of N’Djamena and of the supervisory Ministry will 
have full access (supervisor and administrator security level) to the Euclid 
database containing information on students, courses, degrees, grades, 
payments, etc. 
 
The registration of the PEUE as authorized extension in the directory of the 
International Association of Universities (IAU-UNESCO) of which the 
University of N’Djamena is a member will be done directly by the Ministry of 
Education of Chad, by facsimile, in accordance with the IAU’s current 
procedures. The form is appended to this agreement and it is understood that it 
will be communicated to IAU upon signature. 
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Article 2: Under the oversight of IOSD, of the partner universities and as 
needed of their supervisory ministries, one of the essential missions of the 
PEUE will be to offer a selection of high-level academic programs. 
 
Article 3: The PEUE (Euclid University Extension) is also constituted as an 
interface between the university systems of French and Anglo-Saxon tradition. 
The diplomas of the PEUE thus will be structured and delivered under dual 
French and Anglo-Saxon nomenclature. A system of equivalencies will also 
allow holders of French-format degrees (DEUG, Licence, Maitrise/Magistère, 
DEA/DESS, doctorat) to convert those into their Anglo-Saxon equivalents 
(Bachelor's, Master's, PhD) and vice-versa. Courses of advanced training (called 
`level adjusting courses’) could be created if a title is in deficiency to obtain a 
direct equivalence. This process could for example be used to convert a licence 
title into a bachelor's. 
 
The diplomas of the PEUE will be also structured in conformity with the 
process of harmonization of the European Union called “Bologna Process”. 
 
Article 4: The officials of the PEUE will be named by the proper authorities of 
IOSD, in consultation with the participating universities. 
 
The High Steward of the PEUE is His Excellency Emmanuel Touaboy, 
Ambassador of the Central African Republic in Washington, which gave his 
written agreement and has been informed of the launch of the PEUE in 2006. 
 
The Oversight Council Co-Presidents of the PEUE are the Rectors of the 
participating parties. 
 
Article 5: In consideration of the privileged status of the University of 
N’Djamena as accredited constitutive party of the PEUE, five percent (5%) of 
the collected sums (tuition, administrative fees) will be transferred directly to 
the University of N’Djamena. This transfer, by bank wire, will take place once a 
year, on July 1. 
 
Article 6: This agreement can be cancelled by the University of N’Djamena, by 
motivated letter of the Rector. 
 
Article 7: This agreement can be cancelled by the IOSD, by motivated letter of 
the Secretary General. 
 
Article 8: The IOSD agrees to assume the investments necessary to the initial 
launch of the PEUE and offers likewise for the creation of a bilingual 
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professional site (French-English), or of an international mirror site, for the 
University of N’Djamena. 
 
As soon as possible, the PEUE will take responsibility on behalf of the 
University of N’Djamena / PEUE for the membership costs in appropriate 
academic universities, including the Association of African Universities, the 
International Association of Universities, the Academic Council on the United 
Nations System, etc. 
 
In addition, the students registered at the University of N’Djamena will have 
access to the online resources of the PEUE. 
 
Article 9: The degrees conferred by the PEUE in the name of the participating 
parties shall be: 
 
A.         Bachelor' s Degree | Licence (3 years) 
B.         Master' s Degree | Magistère or DEA/DESS (+2 years) 
C.         Ph.D. | Doctorate (+3 years of thesis); 
 
Article 10: The University of N’Djamena will have access to the course maps 
(“syllabus”) of the PEUE and will be able to use them internally. 
 
Article 11: The Rector of the University of N’Djamena or his authorized 
representative may issue a Euclid degree equivalent (French or Anglo-Saxon 
nomenclature) to a graduating student of the University of Bangui. This 
“double delivery” of a degree will be done without expenses if fewer than 30 
requests are presented to the PEUE per school year. Beyond 30 annual 
requests, a separate agreement will have to be discussed and approved by the 
parties. 
 
Article 12: An equivalency for direct access to the programs of licence, magistère, 
and doctorat could be granted by an appropriate equivalency commission. 
 
Article 13: In case of conflict between the English and French versions of this 
agreement, the latter will have precedence. In case of conflict between this 
agreement and the agreement pertaining to the creation of IOSD, the latter will 
have precedence.

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Article 14: This agreement shall enter into force at signature. It may be 
amended at any time by written agreement between the signatory parties. It 
may be denounced with a six (06) month notice, without prejudice to the status 
of the actions already completed.
